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2009 Calendar Year Program Results

Our Emergency Shelter Pro-
gram provided emergency shel-
ter to 121 Pueblo families in
2009. Our Transitional Housing
Program provided 5 families
with transitional housing, and
our Permanent Housing Pro-
gram provided 5 families with
permanent housing. Our warm-
ing shelter provided 531 nights
of cold weather shelter to home-
less individuals.

Our supportive services center
assisted 1,750 newly homeless
clients during the 2009 calen-

dar year. 47 households were
moved off the street and into
housing. More than 650 home-
less people received assistance
with job training opportunities.
In addition, 117 people received
intensive substance abuse
counseling and treatment, and
142 people received mental
health services at the Central
Service Center. 807 homeless
people received supportive ser-
vices including medical and
dental services, transportation
and childcare.

Timeline
1987
Posada incorporated in February 1987
to address homelessness in Pueblo
County, Colorado. By April, began
providing emergency services in area
churches and temporary location; by
October, opened a shelter at 112 W. D
Street.
1992
Reflecting shifts in the homeless popu-
lation, Posada's board mad the deci-
sion in October, 1992 to phase out
services to single men and concentrate
resources on homeless families with
children.
1993
D St. facility closed; central office for
intake and outreach opened. Additional
motel rooms for temporary housing
secured. Property at 431 E. 4th St.
purchased and rehabilitated into transi-
tional housing for families and chil-
dren..
1995
Purchased property at 1008 N. Grand
Ave. to provide supportive services and
house administrative offices.
1997
Complete new construction of 10 af-
fordable homes (less than $70,000)
around Pueblo.
1998
On-site medical treatment facility oper-
ated by Pueblo Community Health
Center opened at 1008 N. Grand; re-
habbed a home for less than $50,000
and sold it to a family with two disabled
members.
1999
Converted transition housing on 4th St.
to Single Room Occupancy to provide
permanent housing to homeless indi-
viduals who are employed or in school.
2001
Completed a four-plex for low-income
permanent housing on 5th St.
2008
Housing families and individuals in
apartments and homes in a TBRA pro-
gram. Purchased Monterey Apart-
ments—a 16-unit apartment complex to
transition families out of homelessness
and into permanent housing.
2009
Full funding commitments achieved for
Via Don Carlos, a 30-unit development
for migrant farm worker community.
Plans to break ground in 2010.
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
